TERMS TO KNOW:

Hurricane Watch: Hurricane conditions are possible
in the specified area of the watch, usually within 36
hours.
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Hurricane Warning: Hurricane conditions are
expected in the specified area of the warning, usually
within 24 hours.

Tropical Storm Watches and Warnings: Take these
alerts seriously. Although Tropical Storms have lower
wind speeds than hurricanes, they often bring life-
threatening flooding and dangerous winds. Take
precautions!
